Describe what you have learned from the story.

Explain why you would or would not recommend this book to someone
else.

Define any unknown vocabulary or terminology.

Describe the main character(s).

Are you like any of the characters? Explain.

Has this book made you question anything about your life, future, faith,
etc?

10. Describe a reoccurring theme of the book (a universal message)

11. Explain the book’s title.

12. Describe a situation that challenged your faith.

13. Explain a portion of the book to a friend - record their reactions.

14. Interview someone who works in a mission.
